UNIVERSITY AVENUE UPDATE

Shary Bisgard, Transportation Committee

More storm water will be in the lake as a result of the University Avenue project. Faith Fitzpatrick emailed Shary about lack of attractive storm water diversion solutions. Herman Felstchausen: No plans built into the project itself. There will be a capture for sand and gravel, which will not remove salt, which will continue to go into the lake. Proposed filter strip built into the side of the road, bc Univ Ave w/o curb and gutter has some filter built in, which will disappear. The problem is  that the storm water utility will add features outside of the roadways – Greg Fries is recommending a swale and filter strip, not a detention area but an enlarged rain garden concept in Indian Hills Park. Working with Parks Dept.  The parking lot on Norman Way (Spring Harbor Beach) is another option for an enlarged filter strip and drainage way. Storm water utility needs to apply for funds. Sally Swenson from the city engineering dept is assigned to the application. Hoping to get funding for one of the two. Many more filter strips are needed.

Mark Clear: we could fund additional retention areas if there were a place for them. Herman: No place for retention ponds, but there is a place for swales. Several options for this. With funding there might be a creative solution.  Question of when Public Works will be involved; not for several months. 

UNIVERSITY AVENUE/WHITENEY WAY PROJECT (formerly Erdman project)

In attendance: representatives from Krupp Construction, Potter Lawson, and UW Health: Juli Aulik (UW Health), Brian Reed (Potter Lawson), Dan Day (Krupp), Andrew Howick (UW Health), Paul Lenhart (President and CEO of Krupp Construction)

Paul Ledheart: Krupp Construction has a history of concentrating on infill development, in areas like this one. Working title is University Avenue/Whitney Way; won't be called Erdman anymore. Trying to create a 21st century development, green, responsive to community, a destination. If approval process goes smoothly – including rezoning – will show commitment to central area of Madison, rather than going to Middleton or staying in Shorewood. Proposing a mix of UW related buildings and privately used buildings, including a restaurant, a hotel, and possibly housing. Want to see this done in a green and ethically conscious way that contributes to the neighborhood and city. An owner of Food Fight and Dan Erdman also involved in development. 

Concept plan: First bldg is a 60K sf digestive health bldg. Krupp owns the land, and is leasing several acres to UW Health. One parcel will be a nonprofit that is still getting its funding together. Rezoning to six-seven lots. Not sure about rezoning. Will need to demolish at least 2/3 of the buildings at the end of this year; defined pedestrian and bike linkages. Plan as it exists is about 500K sf, significantly less than previous plan that was proposed. Sensitive to wellhead protection zoning. 

Question about history of property and environment audit. If at any point excavation reveals contaminated soils, all progress will halt.

Plan right now includes two points of access in from the major access roads, half the previous proposal. Possibility of screening the western property line with evergreens, to shield Trillium. Main University Avenue building – first built – will be three stories; highest will be hotel building, probably five or six.

Team will return once more development is done, to talk to the group again, and also would like to have a public neighborhood meeting – possibly in three weeks. The 24th will be too tight; the 31st might be a better option. Possibly in the Erdman auditorium.

Requests for a approximation of parking allotment. Request for internet access to these plans.

UNIVERSITY AVE LANDSCAPING – Shary Bisgard

Looking to know how much money has been allocated to the project. Hasn't been determined yet because only the county money has been allotted so far. 

Right turn only problem still raising concerns. Might be a conflict with new University Avenue/Whitney Way project. Particular emphasis on the Craig Avenue thruway, changing from full access to right turn only. Traffic slowing signs during construction: they seemed receptive to the possibility, but then it was ruled out ; Mark will try to get it reinstated.
