Subject: Vegetation Plan for Lakeshore Courts off Lake Mendeta Driva

I've looked at this area a couple times. Most of the sireet-ends look like rights-of-way that term inate with
an open view of the iake. With a minimal amount of work | balieve thay can all be managed this way,
without any "park-like” improvements. | offer the following assessment of each:

Clifford Court 30' wide

Rows of trees line the r-o-w about 18 feel gpart. Beyond the gravel driveways, the lawn areas are
apparently mowed by adjacent neighbors. The lakeshare is open so there is a view of the lake from Lake
Mendota Drive. Ower time a minimal amount af timming of shrubs along both edges may be necessary to
keep the center opening clear,

Epwarth 30 * wide

Most of the court has a 15' opening down the center, but thare is only & 5 visible opening near the
lakesheore. The juniper shrubs on the east side at the fake and the shrubs and herbaceous groundcovar
on the west side could be trimmed back o widen the opening. In general, the frees, Blacs and ather plants
along both sides should periodically be timmed o 14' overhead clearance and 10-15' epening at ground
level. The center opening should also be mowsd periodically, efther by neighbors ar Streats crews. The
street sign s set back (probably to avoid snow plawing conflicis), and honeystckie shrubs near the sign
should be trimmed back lo make it more visible. The pier to the east, or boats along gier, may be on the
Fai0=14,

Capital Avenue 65’ wide

The center 25' i opan, Ditches do not drain very wall, and have some giant ragweed, but also have
nalive plants that may be favored by neighbors - whita snakeroot, black-eyed susan, zigrag goldenrod and
astars,

At the shareling, a resprouting stump and 1" alder should be removed before they block the view of tha
lzke. Otherwise, periodic mowing, and tree and shrub pruning witl be needed to keep the center apen.

Unham Court 35 wide

There appear to ba encroaching fences on the east side, and proparty lines are not obvious, Some
clearing has been done in the center 15° which should be kept clear by a combination of trimming, removal
and fufure ree rimming. Shrubs currently need pruning along the west side near the middle and on the
east side near the lake. YWhere unwanted trees and shrubs ara totally remeoved, stumps should be trested
with herbicides lo prevent resprouting (this is standard pracfice for the Streets Division west side crew on
rights-of way). Periodic mowing should be done to keep the central 15' open to the shorefine fiprap.

At the shoreling, the large bur oak and a few other large trees should be protected. Other traes and
shrubs should be removed so they do not grow Into the cak and shade aut its lower branches, to let more
sunfight reach the groundcover vegetation, and to keep the 15' center lane mostly open to the lake, Trees
to keep on the Iskeshors include the large oak, a large cottonwood o the east, a basswood to the west, 2
willow at the shareling, and two B-10" ash trees which are not currently inlarfering with the oak. Trees in
remove include several 6-8" ash, a 2" norway maple, some honeysuckle and buckthorn, and the grape
which Is damaging the good frees. Hidden underneath the grape, the shoreline is actually eraded behind
