Treasurer's Report / Bill Fitzpatrick

Proposal that we allow people who pay $5 are allowed to be members through the end of the year, despite the new $10 dues.

No bills have come for the vegetative management plan. 

Shary Bisgard: Kim reported that a couple of stones in Merrill Springs Park are broken. Garden Club is planning to do some weeding soon. Kids have been throwing stones in the cistern, so someone needs to go in and clean it out. There is Merrill Springs money allotted. 

Bill: There's been a request to turn on the well. 

Mary Beth: We should make sure the Shorewood Hills Fire Department receives $100 each year for their participation in SHNA’s 4th of July parade. We need to have the fire truck contact information for future parades. Contact person for ordering the truck: Dave Sykes 209.5114 and 233.5125. They have a standing date to come at 11am, as long as the fire truck is running. 

Sally: Tendered resignation after three years. Motion by Bill to elect Greg Hull. Seconded by Mary Beth. Shary conveyed that we will miss Sally's presence and leadership. Motion passed. 

Amy Nichols also needs to resign. Jeannette Tierney is willing to replace her, but might have problems with Tuesday nights. Jeff has problems with Thursday nights. Greg will send out an email requesting day preferences. 

University Ave/Whitney Way Development Update

A list of dates were forwarded. Brief discussion of recent UDC meeting. Some new information shared concerned noise reduction measures. Michael believes groundwater pollution potential is still not being taken as seriously as needed. We need an ad-hoc committee to address concerns about this particular development. Mary Beth is happy to run it, but needs a little guidance. 

Dredging at Spring Harbor / Bill Fitzpatrick

Monday the 20th, meeting at the church on Allen and University. Dredging to create better access for the boat ramp at Spring Harbor. Scoped to restore boating access and recapture the sediment trapping volume from the upper part of the harbor. Project has been locked into 3K cubic tons, because that is the maximum without having to do a full assessment. Locks out people who would want to dredge around their piers. In this scenario, if there's any private dredging, the public project shrinks. Bill has some information requests in with the staff engineer. Sally suggests taking the money. No assessment to the property owner.

Transportation Committee report / Shary Bisgard

Difficulty working with the engineers on the Craig Avenue traffic problem. Some discussion of possibly adding 2.5 feet to the median to allow for left turn lane, which might be one option. Janet: wondering if Norman Way traffic light might be a good alternative, but that might increase traffic.
